	1.  Role of Task Force
· Task Force role should include serving as a body to provide input to National Convergence Cases Study, ARRA Case Study, and inform CAC Phase III evaluation.  For example, Task Force could serve as advisory group for phase III evaluation design and implementation.

· Task force should play a prominent role in informing Steering Committee decisions about what is useful to evaluate – how best to lift up the CAC experience

· Task force should serve as body to ensure evidence-based best practices are shared among CAC members through range of vehicles and venues

· Hold at least one more meeting in November 2010

· Task force meetings should be facilitated by a community lead; agenda should be driven by community collaboratives
	

	2. Sharing evidence-based best practices 

· Allocate / reallocate / secure resources  to collect best practices through evaluations, case studies, assessments, assessment tools, and other information gathering activities and post on the CAC website – available to CAC members

· Allocate / reallocate / secure resources to prepare a meta-analysis of evaluation reports and other documents summarizing evidence-based practices relevant to CAC membership.  Meta-analysis could also highlight community collaborative-created assessment tools & how these informed local work; e.g., photovoice; Tulare County CCROPP assessment tool, other non-traditional assessment & information gathering techniques, etc.

· Seek opportunities for Task Force members to collaborate and present on findings

· Seek opportunities to share CAC-related evidence-based best practices through:

1. Conferences and meetings

2. Webinars
3. Monthly CAC “coffees”
